Ask a Conservator is a
series of four three-hour workshops where a professional conservator addresses specific topics relating to
preventive conservation.

January 10 Artifact Condition Evaluation — As the title suggests the instructor will discuss how to
evaluate an artefact’s condition to determine whether it needs, or should have, conservation
work done and to what extent.

March 27 Pests — Rats, mice, and beetles, oh my! How to prevent the intrusion of pests by following a
few simple rules. Participants may bring in examples if they feel so inclined.
